9. Eligibility             
(1)Participants shall be from Member countries of the International Sumo 

Federation and Countries approved by the IFS. 

(2)Participants shall be men who are registered to the Sumo Federation or 
adequate National Federation (judo, wrestling) of each participating 
country. 
(3)There shall be 3 contestants participating in a team of a country for the 
team 
competition and 1 substitute (a minimum of 2 contestants are 
allowed to 
participate in the team competition). 

(4)It is allowed to participate only in the individual competition.   
10. Participating Countries

The participating countries must be registered with the International Sumo Federation.  A sumo wrestler may participate in the competition only under the nationality appearing on his passport. 
11. Financial assistance to cover expenses: 
(1) Travel Expense: Local transportation, shall be provided free of charge to 
all 
participants, from their arrival until their departure, between the 
airports, 
hotels, competition and training venues and those other places 
where the events 
are to be held within the organization. 
These transportation arrangements are 
only made for participants who stay in the official accommodations proposed 
by the Organizer.


(2) Travel Expense: The cost of flights for all participating athletes and 
officials 
from the participating country – nearest airport is Warsaw Airport, Poland will be borne by that participating country.
12. Accommodation and meals expenses :  


Accommodation cost per person for 5 days 4 nights included breakfast (at hotel). Lunch will be provided at venue by the host federation for all participating wrestlers.  Accommodation and meals cost 300 Euro per person.

14. Competition 

Rules                       (1) 
Tournament shall be conducted based on the Regulations on Competition and Regulations on Refereeing of the International Sumo Federation. 

(2) Mawashi approved by the International Sumo Federation must be worn.


(a) The underpants must be in black color only, other colors are not allowed.  The length of the underpants must cover the whole thigh. 


(b) Mawashi and underpants shall be supplied by the wrestlers (brought with them).

     * Each contestant is responsible for bringing his own Mawashi and underpants.
      (c) Country identification (Zekken) supplied by the host federation must be worn. No advertisement shall be shown on uniforms, underpants or mawashi, except that of local sponsors. However, an advertisement of sponsors (logo or name) may be shown on a separate piece of cloth attached to the mawashi. 

(3) In the Individual Competition, contestants – men shall be separated into the following 4 divisions for tournament matches:


a. Lightweight
under 85 kg



b. Middleweight 
under 115 kg

c. Heavyweight 
115 kg 
and over


d. Open (any and all weights)

 (a) Contestants in the individual competition are also able to participate in the team competition. In the individual competition, only one contestant per country can compete per division. 

(4) Double repechage will be used for both team and individual competitions. 

(5) A Coach may be a competing participant.

(3)There shall be 3 contestants participating in a team of a country for the team 


competition and 1 substitute (a minimum of 2 contestants are allowed to participate in 

the team competition).



(4)It is allowed to participate only in the individual competition.

10. Participating Countries



The participating countries must be registered with the International Sumo Federation.



A Sumo wrestler may participate in the competition only under the nationality 


appearing on her passport.

11. Financial assistance to cover expenses:



(1) Travel Expense: Local transportation, shall be provided free of charge to all 


participants, from their arrival until their departure (between the airports, hotels, 


competition and training venues) and those other places where the events are to be held 

within the organization.  These transportation arrangements are only made for 


participants who stay in the official accommodations proposed by the Organizer.



(2) Travel Expense: The cost of flights for all participating athletes and officials from   

the participating country to Warsaw Airport, Poland will be borne by the participating 

country. 
12. Accommodation by meals expenses:




Accommodation cost per person for 5 days 4 nights included breakfast (at hotel). 



Lunch will be provided on the championship date at venue by the host federation for 


all participating wrestlers. Accommodation and meals cost 300 Euro per person.

(1) 
Tournament shall be conducted based on the Regulations on Competition 



and Regulations on Refereeing of the International Sumo Federation.




(2) 
Mawashi approved by the International Sumo Federation must be worn.





(a) The underpants must be in BLACK color ONLY, other colors are not 



      allowed.  The length of the underpants must cover the whole thigh.





(b) Mawashi and underpants shall be supplied by the wrestlers (brought 




with them).





(c) Country identification (Zekken) supplied by the host federation must be 




worn. No advertisement shall be shown on uniforms, underpants or 




mawashi, except that of local sponsors. However, an advertisement of 




sponsors (logo or name) maybe shown on a separate piece of cloth 





attached to the mawashi.




(3)
The team for the Team Competition shall consist of 3 contestants 




participating in the tournament: first (Senpo), second (Chuken), third 




(Taisho) and 1 Substitute.  There is no age or weight limit.





(a) 
In the team competition, the championships shall be determined through 




the tournament system.  The best 8 teams of the Sixth Women Sumo 




World Championships shall be seeded.





(b) 
Switch to a substitute contestant may only happen once in the team 




competition.




(4) 
In the Individual Competition, contestants-women shall be separated into 



the 
following 4 divisions for tournament matches:





a. Lightweight under 65 Kg





b. Middleweight under 80 Kg





c. Heavyweight 80 Kg and over





d. Open (any and all weights)




(a)  Contestants in the individual competition are also able to participate in the 



team competition.  In the individual competition, only one contestant per 



country can compete per division.




(5) Double repechage will be used for both team and individual competitions.




(6) A Coach may be a competing participants.
